I. What shall we do?

A. There will be a day in which we will stand with the entire world before God just like I’m describing.

B.  Matthew 12:36, 2 Corinthian 5:10

C.  Stained by sin and wickedness.  Isa 64:6; Romans 6:23; Ex 34:7
D.  Pile up good works more than our bad?  James 2:10  What shall we do?

II. Answer? Jesus Christ- the Good News. Luke 4:14-21

A.  Ephesians 2:4-5, John 3:16-17 Jesus bore our sins in His body. Isaiah 53:4-6 and 2 Cor.5:21.

B.  Peter in Acts 2:23, 36.  You killed Him. 2:37  What shall we do?
III. Acts 2:38 simple and yet so profound: Repent and let every one of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.

A. Repent- a new direction, new attitude, a turning away from sin life to serve the life in Jesus.

B. Baptism- a life changing experience, a heart change, not just getting wet.

C. Difference?  Repentance.  I’m making a faith statement.  Not living for me but for God. 
IV. Let’s talk about what this new life means:

1.  You are placed in Christ.  Romans 6:3  I am declared right or just.  Romans 3:24. 
2. Christ is in me!  Galatians 2:20. Sanctification (saint).This is a process- growth.  This is where I become more and more like Jesus. Romans 8:10-11.

3. Eternity is promised.  Romans 6:23; 1 Thessalonians 4:16-18.

Basic plan- The Good News, The Gospel of Jesus Christ.
